Maths
This week we will be working on algebra.

Firstly, we will be looking at patterns. We use our problem-solving skills to look for the pattern between the first numbers in a sequence and apply this rule to continue the sequence. 

Busy at Maths: pg 152 and 153 (3 sums from each question will be enough)
Maybe you would like to try to make a sequence of your own and we will try and work out your rule!

Next, we will explore the order of operations. If there is more than one operation, the order we do them is important.  The BOMBAS rule helps us to decide which operation comes first. 
B = Brackets

O = of (sometimes used in place of x – multiply)

M = Multiply

D = Divide

A = Addition

S = Subtraction

Example:      5 x 7 + 12
We have to multiply first so (5 x 7) = 35, then we add the 12 so the answer is 47. If we did not follow the BOMDAS rule, it would be a different answer….a wrong answer.
